Assessment Questions

Choose twelve children to be the hours on a clock.
Provide them with the Clock Cards and ask them to
arrange themselves in a big circle to turn themselves
into a human clock. Choose two children at a time to
be the minute and hour hands. Standing in the centre
of the clock and using their hands stretched out in
front of them, these children become the minute
hands. Read out a time and challenge the ‘hands’ to
show the time on the clock. Repeat this for different
times. If you wish, you could take a photo of each
time shown as a fun time display.

Can children read the time to o’clock, half past,
quarter past and quarter to?

* Can children read the time to the nearest five
minutes?

Can children write a given time correctly on a
clock face?
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
