English: Lesson 1 Reading Comprehension 
https://www.thenational.academy/year-3/english/poetry-reading-comprehension-word-meaning-year-3-wk3-1
OR 
· Look at the front cover of a book you haven’t read and make a prediction on what you think the book will be about. Read the blurb and add to your prediction. Think about where the story might be set, the characters you think may be involved in the story and what you think will happen. Use the following sentence stems: I wonder if, I bet, I imagine, I predict…because… 
· As you are reading your book, generate some questions about the book? You could begin your sentences with who, what, when, where, why & how. 
· Once you have read your story, tell an adult about what you have read. 
Can you write a summary about the story? Challenge yourself to write it in 15 words or less. Think about the key points or events that happened within your story and include these in your summary.

· Write a list of all the adjectives, verbs, adverbs and conjunctions from your reading book. 
· An adverb tells you how to do a verb – slowly, carefully. Play the Adverb – in the manner of the word guessing game – mime an activity such as brushing your teach but do it a funny manner – crazily or secretly. Your partner has to guess the adverb you are showing. 
· Write a diary entry about your week. Consider the different activities you have completed during the week and think about how you felt at different points of the week. Include features like first person, past tense, chronological order and time conjunctions to express when something happened. 
Lesson 3: Drama Monologues and hot-seating
Try imagining you are someone else – an astronaut, Goldilocks, the big bad wolf, a doctor, David Attenborough or a pop star. ANYONE! 
Go to your bathroom mirror and start speaking as your character – talk about anything – what you had for breakfast, what you did yesterday. Make it up: improvise – see what happens when you just start talking. This is called a monologue. Try out different characters. 
Next ask a person in your house to ask you questions as your character – you make up the answers. You sit on chair called the hot-seat – which means you can only be your character when you are sitting on the chair and your answers should all be ‘in character’ not the real you!
Lastly, draw a picture of your character and label the physical appearance – how he or she looks (black hair, brown eyes etc) and then label the  personality and characteristics of your character – what they are like, e.g. grumpy and bored all the time, or excitable and jolly etc.
Lesson 4 and 5: 
Write letters to any relatives you haven’t seen for a while and draw a picture for them too. Address the envelopes yourself and put on the stamp!
Alternatively, write them a letter on the computer and ask your parents to send it.
Maths:  
Mental maths: Play shops
Make some notes £5 £10 £20 £50 and ask for some coins (make sure they have been washed first). If you don’t have many coins, you can always make extra ones with cardboard. Now create and set up your own shop. You can sell your toys, tins of food from the cupboard, any ornaments you have. Display and label the prices and then ask members of your household to visit your shop to buy things.  Can you add up their shopping and give them change from 10p 20p 50p £1 £5 etc Start small and you can always change the prices so it is more challenging. 

You can also play monopoly! 

Maths Topic: Money 
We are starting our unit on Money. We are using the White Rose Maths Hub resources for Year 3 Home learning. These can be found at https://whiterosemaths.com/homelearning/year-3/  For this week (Week 5), we will be doing ‘Week 3 Summer Block 5 lessons 1-5’ (If you are ahead because you started earlier, please find the next sheets on the class website) 
Watch the videos and complete the worksheets – you can print them off or read from the screen and write the answers in your book. Hard copies of the maths sheets for the week are available to collect from school.  
Science: 
Lesson 5: Dissect a flower and name the parts 
I made a video but it is too big to load onto the website so please watch this instead https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/science-ks1-ks2-ivys-plant-workshop-the-anatomy-of-the-flower/zjmhkmn google: BBC teach Anatomy of a flower. 
Then draw and label the parts of a flower and explain what each part does. Act out being a bee and explain how it pollinates plants. Instead of drawing it, collect dandelions or other flowers and have a go at cutting it up. First remove the stem. Then cut in half longways to see the different parts. 
Geography: 
If you have a map of the world, get it out and have a good look at it. Can you spot the oceans and seas, 7 continents and the UK – wave to your friends? Find New Zealand and wave to Mrs Oborne. Find Canada and wave to Mrs Norris. Find any other places you have a link with and give them a wave. Next make a flag of a country that you have just discovered. If you can, explore famous places on google earth. (you will need Google chrome to download it) Can you visit the Eiffel tower, Statue of Liberty and the pyramids in Giza? Where in the world will you go?
