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A Parent’s Guide to Terminology

In Years 5 and 6, your child will be taught to use modal verbs and adverbs of
possibility in their independent writing. They will also be expected to identify modal
verbs in sentences and add them to sentences for the English Grammar, Punctuation
and Spelling Test that is sat at the end of Year 6. The activities in this booklet will help
your child identify and use modal verbs and adverbs of possibility when writing.

Terminology

Explanation

modal verb

Modal verbs are sometimes also known as
auxiliary verbs. They are used with other
verbs to describe how likely things are to
happen or to what degree of something is
known. Modal verbs include: can, could,
may, might, will, would, must, should,
ought to. For example:

The princess might marry a prince.

adverbs of possibility

Adverbs of possibility work in the same
way as modal verbs - they give information
about how likely something is. Adverbs for
possibility include: certainly, definitely,
maybe, surely, clearly, obviously, perhaps,
probably and undoubtedly. For example:

The sky went very dark so obviously it was
going to rain.

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Structure of the Earth

The Earth is made up of different layers. The
inner core is in the centre and is the hottest
part of the Earth. It is solid and made up of
iron and nickel. The outer core is the layer
surrounding the inner core. It is a liquid layer,
also made up of iron and nickel. The

mantle is the thickest section of the Earth
and it is made up of semi-molten rock called
magma. The crust is the outer layer of the
Earth. The crust is the solid rock layer upon
which we live.
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Intrusive and extrusive igneous rock

Extrusive igneous rock
cool quickly and as a

result these rocks are
fine grained or has lack
of crystal growth.

Intrusive igneous rocks are
formed from magma that cools
slowly and as a result these
rocks are coarse grained.
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Intrusive and extrusive igneous rock
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Stephens and Catherwood went on to explore, document and
draw scenes from a number of other Maya cities including
Chichen Itza, Palenque, Uxmal and Tulum. Subsequent
exploration of Mesoamerica has resulted in many more
exciting discoveries.

In fact, exploration of the Maya continues to this day, and
new discoveries are still being made. In August 2014, two
more Maya cities were re-discovered in Campeche, Mexico.
The existence of these cities, named Lagunita and Tamchen,
was first known in the 1970s but their location wasn’t logged
accurately enough. So they were soon lost again, hidden
beneath the thick rainforest vegetation.

Since they have been re-discovered, the ruins of a palace,
temple, ball court and altar have all been found along with a
huge doorway, described as ‘monster mouth’.

It proves that history is all around us, waiting to be
discovered! Why don’t you see what else you can find out
about the fascinating lost cities of the Maya?
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Idol at Copan

This stone statue is more
than three metres high and
dates back to around AD
720.

It is thought to be one of
Copan’s most famous rulers,
King Waxaklajun Ub'aah
Kawiil, in the guise of a
maize god.
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Catherwood’s Drawings of Copan

Frederick Catherwood produced many detailed drawings of what he and Stephens
had discovered in Copan. He used a camera lucida which uses mirrors and
prisms to superimpose the image to be drawn around. This helps to produce

drawings that are accurate in proportion and perspective.

Several years later, Catherwood used a technique called lithography to produce
prints of his work.

The Maya city of Copan was the first to be explored by Stephens and Catherwood in 1839.
in 1841, they published a book called Incidents of Travel in Central America, Chiapas and
Yucatdn which detailed their findings in Copan and other places. The book contained maps,

detailed drawings by Catherwood and text by Stephens.

Copan Facts:

+ Copan is in West Honduras near its
border with Guatemala.

+ Some of the most detailed architecture
and artwork ag the ancient Maya was
discovered in Copan.

« Copan first began to thrive under the
rule o{ a warrior prince who declared
himself as the King of Copan in AD
426. he was called K'inich Yax K'uk
Mo’, which means Blue-Green Quetzal

* One of Copan's kings was called 18
rabbit!
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Maya Explorers

American explorer and travel writer, John
Lloyd Stephens and British artist, Frederick
Catherwood are credited with re-igniting
interest in the ancient Maya civilisation
from 1839 onwards.

The ruins and lost cities of Mesoamerica
had been explored and recorded earlier in
history, but detailed documentation by
Catherwood brought attention back to the
Maya and their fascinating civilisation.

Numerous archaeological expeditions of the
Maya region were launched following the
work of Stephens and Catherwood.
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Look carefully at the picture you have been given. Use the clues in the drawing and your own knowledge of the Maya civilisation to heHJ you o.n-swer
the questions in as much detail as you can. When you have finished, carefully draw your own version of the picture.
