Instructions: 
 

Equipment needed: 
 

Make sure the wall is accessible and put the 
Post-it notes and pens nearby. If you are 
working with younger children you will need 
to consider their height too. 
 
Pupils can write or draw their prayers onto 
Post-it notes and then stick them to the prayer 
wall. Once this gets going, it will need no 
introduction or explanation.    
 
After each session ask your team to check all 
of the new Post-it notes and remove anything 
inappropriate. One way you can check is to 
mark each Post-it that you’ve read with a small 
felt tip dot in the corner

really thinks and wants to happen.”
